Exercise caution when carrying the kettle full of boiling water and when pouring
from it.

Always place the kettle on a flat surface and away from extreme heat.

Do not use a base unit other than the one supplied.

Do not insert any object into slots or holes of the kettle.

Do not, use the kettle to heat anything other than water.

Do not remove lid during boiling cycle.

Do not fill above 'max’ indication.

If this product is filled above the maximum level hot water may be ejected.

Ensure kettle is switched off before removing from base unit.

Do not fill kettle when positioned on base.
. THIS APPLIANCE IS FOR HOUSEHOLD USE ONLY. DO NOT USE THE APPLI-
ANCE FOR ANYTHING OTHER THAN INTENDED USE.
. Do not allow kettle to boil dry. Allow to cool, unplug and refill with cold water.

BEFORE USING YOUR KETTLE

Remove any packaging material from the kettle.

Before connecting to a power source, make sure your mains supply voltage is the
same as the one indicated on the bottom label of this appliance.

Fill the kettle to the maximum mark (without the base unit). Bring to the boil and

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then discard the water. Repeat this procedure two more times. This removes any
residues that may have remained from the manufacturing process. Remove and
rinse the filter before use.

HOW TO USE

- With the kettle switched off ("O" position), plug the cord of the base unit into a suit-
able power outlet.

- Remove the kettle from the base unit before filling.

- Open the lid by pressing release catches located on each side of central rib on lid
and fill through the top, observing the maximum level indicator marked on window
to prevent overfilling. Be sure to close the lid to ensure proper operation.

- Fill the kettle with no less than the minimum amount (0.5 litres approximately) and
no more than the maximum level mark allows (1.7 litres). To ensure kettle is not
overfilled always check indictor with kettle on a flat level surface.

- Place the kettle back on the base unit (be sure the lid is closed properly) and then
switch the kettle on ("1" position).

- The on/off switch lights up when the kettle is turned on.

- When water reaches boiling point, the kettle will automatically switch off and the
neon light goes off.

- You may also manually switch off the kettle by pressing the switch to the "0" posi-
tion.

- Always ensure the kettle is switched off before removing from or replacing on the
base unit.

WARNING: If this product is filled above max. level hot water may be ejected.

CLEANING

- Always unplug from the plug socket before cleaning.

- Clean the exterior surface of the kettle with a damp cloth. Do not use steel wool
pads or abrasive cleaners. Do not immerse the kettle or the base unit in water or lig-
uid of any kind.

- This kettle features a concealed heating element which means it never comes into
contact with the water inside the kettle. This hygienic design not only makes clean-
ing the inside of the kettle much easier, it also keeps cleaning to a minimum.

- The filter inside the kettle needs to be cleaned periodically, how often will vary
according to where you live and how often you use your kettle. You should clean it
whenever there are any noticeable deposits left on the filter'and especially if the
rate of pouring begins to reduce.

- Although the kettle is designed for element to remain scale free, in hard water areas
scale may still build up on base. Descale regularly using a proprietary descaler.
