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IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS

ENGLISH

When using electrical appliances, basic safety precautions should be followed

including the following:

—_

Read all instructions before using the Juice Extractor / Citrus Juicer.

2. To protect against risk of electrical shock, do not put unit in water or other lig-

uid.

3. Close supervision is necessary when unit is used by or near children.
4. Unplug from outlet when not in use, before putting on or taking off parts and

before
cleaning.
5. Never touch moving parts to prevent injury to user.

6. When using Juice Extractor, NEVER FEED FOOD BY HAND. Always use Food

Plunger.
7. Grater of Juice Extractor is shape. Handle very carefully.

8. Keep hands, hair, clothing and other utensils away from Feeding Funnel during
operation to prevent injury and / or damage to the Juice Extractor / Citrus

Juicer.

9. To dislodge food jammed in the Funnel when using Juice Extractor, use the
Plunger supplied with the unit. If food becomes jammed and cannot be dis-
lodged by only using the Plunger, turn the unit off, unplug from outlet and dis-

assemble unit to remove food.

10. Do not operate appliance with a damaged cord or plug or after the appliance
malfunctions, or is dropped or damaged in any manner. Return appliances to
the nearest authorized service facility for examination, repair or electrical or

mechanical adjustment.

11. Do not unfasten Securing Clamp when Juice Extractor / Citrus Juicer is in

operation.

12. Make sure the motor has stopped completely and the power supply plug is

removed from outlet before disassembling.

13. Ensure unit is completely assembled before using. Do not operate the unit
without Container Cover, Grater / Filter Basket, Pulp Container, Securing

Clamps and Juice Container.

14. Using attachments not recommended or sold by manufacturer may cause fire,

electric shock or injury.
15. Do not use the unit outdoors.

16. Do not let cord hang over edge of table, bench or counter. Also do not let cord

touch hot surfaces, including the stove.
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HOW TO OPERATE
JUICE EXTRACTOR

1. Before using the first time, carefully wash and dry all parts that will come into
contact with food, e.g. Container Cover, Plunger, Feeding Funnel, Grater /
Filter Basket.

Carefully wipe the motor unit with a damp cloth.

2. Make sure the switch is off and the Securing Clamps are safely locked before
connecting the plug.

3. Clean and wash the fruits / vegetables to be used.

4. Cutinto conveniently sized pieces for feeding into the Feeding Funnel. Stones,
peel and pips should be removed from fruit.

5. Take the cord out from its storage area with the required length. Plug the appli-
ance into a power outlet.

6. Start the Juice Extractor by switching the Power Switch to ON position. The
corresponding speed indication lamp will light up.

7. Insert the prepared fruit and vegetables into Feeding Funnel and gently push
them down with the Plunger. NEVER USE YOUR FINGERS.

8. Empty the Pulp Container or the Juice Container when full (these will probably
occurat the same time) before continuing to process more fruits / vegetables.
IMPORTANT: THE FOOD CAN ONLY BE FED IN WHILST THE MOTOR IS IN
OPERATION.

9. You can make juice from different fruits and vegetables without having to clean
your Juice Extractor, as flavors are not transferred.

10. After using, switch off the appliance and disconnect the plug from the power
outlet.

CITRUS JUICER

. Assembly all parts following the drawing.

2. Make sure the switch is off and the Securing Clamps are safely locked before

connecting the plug.

Clean and wash the citrus fruits to be used and cut them into half.

Insert the plug into the electrical outlet.

By simply placing the citrus fruit onto the cone and pressing slightly, the appli-

ance will begin to operate and extract juice into collecting container.

6. According to the type of fruit to be juiced, either the smaller or larger cone can
be used. The larger cone is suitable for grapefruits and the smaller one for
oranges.

7. Open the non-drip valve to flow juice to cup.

HOW TO CLEAN

1. Open the Securing Clamps by push release button.
2.

Remove the Plunger, Main Cover, Pulp Container and Grater / Filter Basket and
clean these parts under running water.

3. ltis easier to clean the Grater / Filter Basket by using a small brush (e.g. an old
toothbrush).

4. Dry all parts gently with a clean cloth.

5. To facilitate cleaning, rinse the Grater / Filter Basket immediately after use.

6. NEVER WASH THE MOTOR UNIT. TO CLEAN IT WIPE IT A DAMP CLOTH.

7. Reassemble all parts and keep the appliance in a dry place.

Whenever possible, drink the juice immediately as it is much tastier and you will
not

lose the vitamins.

Ifitis necessary to store the juice for a few hours, add some lemon juice to pre-
serve

it better and keep it in the refrigerator.
