IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

When using an electric shaver, basic precautions should always be followed.
Read the instruction book carefully before using the shaver, taking careful note
of the instructions detailed below.

DANGER: To reduce the risk of electric shock:

1. Do not plug to receptacle that the charger has fallen into water.

2. Do not use while bathing or in a shower together with charger.

3. Do not place or store the charger where it can fall or be pulled into a bath or
sink. Do not place in or drop into water or other liquid.

4. Except when charging, always unplug this charger from the receptacle
immediately after using.

5. Disconnect this shaver from the charger before cleaning.

WARNING: To reduce the risk of bums, fire, electric shock, or injury to per-
sons.

1. Close supervision is necessary when this shaver is used by, on, or near chil-
dren or invalids.

2. Use this shaver only for its intended use as described in this manual. Do not
use attachments not recommended by the manufacturer.

3. Never use this charger if it has been damaged. Return the shaver to a serv-
ice center for examination.

4. Never wash the charger with wafer.

5. Keep the cord away from heated surfaces.

6. Never charge the shaver on a soft surface such as a bed or sofa.

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7. Never drop or insert any object into any opening.

8. Do not use outdoors or operate where aerosol (spray) products are being
used or where oxygen is being administered.

9. Do not use this shaver with a damaged or broken shaving blade and / or foil,
as facial injury may occur.

CAUTIONS

1. The foil is extremely thin and precision finished. Do not drop it or use exces-
sive force against your skin, otherwise it may become damaged. A damaged
foil could injure your skin.

2. Rechargeable shaver should not be continuously charged for more than 8
hours. Also avoid charging when the room temperature is below 0°C (32°F) or
above 40°C (104°F ).

3. Excessive heat and humidity can cause damage to the shaver therefore do
not leave in direct sunlight, near to a heating apparatus or where humidity is
high.

4. Be sure to grip the plug and the charger when disconnecting the charger
plug or the shaver -side plug. Tugging on the cord may damage it.

5. Always store the shaver and the charger in a moisture free area.

6. The shaver is for household use.

7. Do not use a worn or damaged cord or outlet plug. Do not use an electrical
outlet into which the outlet plug does not fit snugly.

8. When servicing the shaver, set the switch to "0-CHARGE" and remove the
outlet plug from the outlet. Do not remove the outlet plug from or insert it in an
outlet when your hands are wet.

9. Do not make modifications to the shaver. The shaver should not be disas-
sembled or repaired by anyone other than a qualified service technician.

10. Clean the outlet plug and unit plug periodically to prevent dust from sticking
to them.

11. Charge the batteries under dry conditions with any water drops completely
wiped off the unit body.

12. Do not charge any other product with the attached power adapter.

(1) Even if the shaver no longer works due the
battery being flat, do not leave it with the slide
switch setto "1 ".

(2) Do not recharge the battery every time after
shaving.

(3) At the time of purchase or after three months
of no use, the number of times of use may be
reduced due to the battery's character.

In accordance with the above (1)~(3) ways of
use, the following symptom may occur due to
the battery's character, however, this is not fault.
FULL CHARGE

Standard recharging time is 5 hours. Fully charged calls enable up to 15 days
use for normal beard growth.

QUICK CHARGE

In order to get a cordless shave quickly, this shaver can be 'quick charged' in
30 minutes which enables around 3 minutes use (for normal beard growth).
To use the 'quick charged' facility, simply follow ‘recharging’ instructions but
connect to the mains for around 30 minutes instead of 5 hours.

SHAVING DIRECT FROM THE MAINS

In order to get an immediate shave when the cells are completely discharged,
this shaver can be used direct from the mains.

1. Set the slide switch to "0-CHARGE" and connect the charger.

2. Set the slide switch to "1".

- If the rechargeable battery is completely discharged, the shaver may some-
times be difficult to start. If this happens switch the shaver off and recharge for
1 minute.

- After using the shaver, set the slide switch to "0-CHARGE" to enable shaver to
be recharged.

* The shaver may become slightly warm whilst the shaver is being used

* When charging the shaver, or using it on AC power near to a radio, it may
cause radio interference. In this event, position the radio further away from the
shaver, using a separate power outlet where possible.

COMBINATION SHAVING (FOIL + TRIMMER)
Combination shaving of the foil and trimmer is recommended for a long and/or
curly beard grown for a few days.

BATTERY REMOVAL

- The battery must be removed from the appliance before it is scrapped.

4. Remove the two screws with a screwdriver, and take out the head.

5. Remove the two screws from the bottom case with screwdriver, and take out
the inner unit.

6. Remove the Ni-Cd battery and cut the lead wire at the jointed position to the
terminals.

- Pay attention not to short-circuit the removed Ni-Cd battery by contacting the
positive and negative.
