


MANUAL INSTRUCTION 
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IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

Please take good note of the following instructions:
• The unit must be connected to the power voltage, which is the same as the local area. If not, there is 

a danger of "burning" the unit that causes a fire.
• Do not expose to the temperature higher than 35°C.
• Avoid installation near heaters or in areas subjected to direct sunlight.
• Ensure good air circulation.
• Protect the unit from dust, moisture and water.
• Avoid strong magnetic fields, e.g. near TVs or Speakers for other units.
• Avoid using strong chemical agents to clean.
• Do not grease or oil components, running mechanisms, etc. The CD player is designed to be main

tenance free.

• Take the unit to approved service point for servicing.

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OPERATING INSTRUCTION 

Power ON/OFF

Connect the AC cord between AC outlet and main unit.   Make sure the voltage is correct before con-
nection. 

1. Press the POWER button (8) or (31) to turn the unit 'ON'. 
Note:   The LCD display (11) will illuminate. 

2. You can now select your desired music source by pressing the function button (3) or
(32) for CD, TUNER or TAPE mode.  

NOTE:   When TAPE mode is selected, "TAPE" will show in the display. 

3. To switch to POWER OFF, press the POWER button (8) or (31) to turn the unit 'OFF'.   The LCD display
light will go off and STANDBY indicator (9) will be illuminated.

BASIC OPERATION

Electronic volume control

1. Press VOL-UP or DOWN button (18) or (37) to increase or reduce the volume. 

2. Holding down the VOL UP/DOWN button will result in continuous increase or
decrease of the volume. 

Bass Boost Control

Press the BBS button (19) to ON position for a rich bass sound.  Press the BBS button
again to turn it off. 

Headphones socket

Headphones socket "PHONES" (1) is for headphones with 16-32 Ohm impedance (3.5mm jack).  Use
corresponding adaptors (bought at special stores) if you have different plugs.  The speakers are auto-
matically switched off when the headphones are being used. 

CAUTION: Do not use the headphones at high volume for a long time. Listening at high power for a 
long time could damage users' ears.

Listening to the radio 

1. Press the POWER button (8) or (31) to turn the unit 'ON'.   The LCD display (11) will illuminate. 

2. Press the FUNCTION button (3) or (32) to the RADIO mode. 

Example: FM Mode 
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3. Press the BAND button (2) or (29) repeatedly to select AM (MW) or FM band. 

4. Press the BAND button (2) or (29) repeatedly to select AM (MW) or FM band. 
Manual Tuning - Press and hold the TUNING UP or DOWN buttons (15)/(33) until the display approach-
es your desired station.  Then tap the buttons repeatedly until the display shows the exact frequency.  
Auto tuning - Press TUNING UP or DOWN buttons (15/33) hold for 1 sec, then release. The tuner will
move up or down to the next available station. 

5. When finished listening, press the POWER button (8)/(31) to turn the system OFF. 

Storing preset stations

The unit enables you to program 10 stations of FM and 10 stations of AM (MW) band. 

1. Tune to the station you wish to store by pressing the tuning up or down
buttons (15) or (33). 

2. Press the PROGRAM button (14) or (34) once. 

3. Press the MEM-UP or MEM-DN button (6) or (5)/(28) or (36) repeat-
edly to set the desired preset station number. 

4. Press the PROGRAM button (14) or (34) again.   The station is stored
in the allocated channel. 

5. To store other stations, repeat above steps. 

Recalling preset stations

Press the MEM-UP or MEM-DN button (6) or (5)/(28) or (28)/(36) repeatedly to set the desired preset
station number. 

CD PLAYBACK

1. Press the POWER button (8) or (31) to turn the unit 'ON'.  The LCD
display (11) will illuminate.  Select CD mode using  FUNCTION button
(3)/(32). 

2. If there is no DISC inside, a "- - -" display will appear. 
Example: When there is no disc 

Loading a disc

1. Open the CD Player Lid (23). 
2. Load a  CD  inside CD compartment (22) and then close the CD Lid
(23).  After that, TOC reading  will start. 

Example: after reading TOC 
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To playback CD

Press PLAY/PAUSE button (12)/(35) to play the CD. 

Example: Playing track 1 

To pause playback 

Press the PLAY/PAUSE button during the disc is playing, the playback
symbol will be flashing. 

Example: When paused 

Press the PLAY/PAUSE button again to cancel pause function. 

To stop playback

Press the STOP button (10) or (29). 

Skip and Search Function 

Press the SKIP forward or backward buttons (15)/(33) momentarily. 

Press and hold the SKIP button during playback: 
��  FAST BACKWARD/� FAST FORWARD 
NOTE:  During the search mode low level audio will be heard.  This feature exists to assist in locating the
correct point in the track. 

Repeat Track/Disc and Random playback

1. Press the PLAY MODE button (16) or (30) once for one track repeat
playback. 

Example: (One track repeat) 

2. Press the PLAY MODE button (16) or (30) twice for all tracks repeat
playback. 

Example: (All tracks repeat) 

3. In stop mode only, press the PLAY MODE button (16) or (30) third
for Random mode playback. 

Example: Random playback mode 
Note:  Once desired mode selected, press PLAY/PAUSE button
(12)/(35) to start playback from stop mode. 

4. In stop mode, press the PLAY MODE button (16) or (30) fourth time to cancel above modes.

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PROGRAMMED PLAYBACK 
The CD player enables you to program up to 20 tracks in a sequence of your choice. First select CD
stop mode.  If more than 20 tracks are entered, "MEMORY" and "- -" will flashing on the display to indi-
cate that memory is full and no further tracks should be entered for programming. 

1. Press the PROGRAM button (14) or (34) ones. 

Example: Programming input mode 

2. Press the CD SKIP FORWARD, BACKWARD (15) or (33) buttons
to select the desired track to be programmed. 

Example: Select track 4 

3. Pressing PROGRAM button again to store track 4. 

4. Repeat steps 2 and 3 to continue programming. 

Reviewing program

Pressing PROGRAM button (14)/(34) will display on LCD (11) the track number you entered. 

5. Press PLAY/PAUSE button (12)/(35) to play the program. 
Note:  Press the PROGRAM button (if programmed tracks still exist)
then PLAY/PAUSE button, the program playback will start again. 

Clear the program

Press PROGRAM button in stop mode to review program tracks, then press the STOP button (10)/(29)
in order to clear the preset programs.  (Or open the CD door or change function to other mode). 

MP3 DISC PLAYBACK

1. Press the POWER button (8) or (31) to turn the unit 'ON'.  The LCD display (11) illuminate.  Select CD
mode using FUNCTION button (3)/(32). 

2. If there is no DISC inside, a "- - -" display will appear. 

Example: When there is no disc 

Loading a disc 

1. Open CD player lid (23). 

2. Load an MP3 disc inside CD compartment and then close the CD lid.  After that, reading TOC will
start. 

Example: After reading TOC (total folder) 
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To playback ÌÐ3 disc 

1. Press the FOLDER UP or DN buttons (6)/ (5) or (28)/ (36) to select desired folder.  The track of
selected folder will then be shown. 

Example: Folder 2 selected Track of folder 2 

2. Press the SKIP � forward or � backward buttons (15)/ (33)
momentarily to select the desired track. 

Example: Folder 2 track 3 selected 

3. Press PLAY/PAUSE button (12)/(35) to start playback. 

Example: Playing track 3 of folder 2 

To pause playback

Press the PLAY/PAUSE button during the MP3 disc is playback,
the playback symbol will be flashing. 

Example: When paused 

Press the PLAY/PAUSE button (12)/(35) again to cancel pause function. 

To stop the MP3 disc playback 

Press the STOP button (10) or (29). 

Repeat Track/Folder and Random playback 

1. Press the PLAY MODE button (16) or (30) once for one track
repeat playback. 

2. Press PLAY MODE button (16) or (30) twice for tracks in cur-
rent folder repeat playback.  

3. Press PLAY MODE button (16) or (30) for the third time to
repeat tracks in all folders. 

4. In stop mode only, press the PLAY MODE button (16) or (30)
for the fourth time for Random playback mode. 

Note:  Once your desired mode selected, press PLAY/PAUSE 
button (12)/(35) to start playback from stop mode. 

5. In stop mode, press the PLAY MODE button (16) or (30) for the fifth time to cancel all modes.
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PROGRAMMED PLAYBACK

The CD player enables you to program up to 20 tracks in a sequence of your choice. First select CD
stop mode.  If more than 20 tracks are entered, "MEMORY" and "- -" will flashing in the display to indi-
cate that memory is full and no further tracks should be entered for programming.

1. Press the PROGRAM button (14) or (34) ones.

Example: Programming input mode 

Press the FOLDER UP or DN buttons (6)/ (5) or (28)/ (36) to select desired folder. 

Example: Choose folder 3 

2. Press the CD SKIP forward � or � backward buttons (15)/ (33) to select the desired track. 

Example: Choose track 4 in folder 3 

3. Pressing PROGRAM button (14)/ (34) again will store track 4. 

4. Repeat steps 2 and 3 to continue programming. 

Reviewing programs 

Pressing PROGRAM button (14)/(34) will display on LCD (11) the track number you entered.

5. Press PLAY/PAUSE button (12)/ (35) to play the
programm . 

Example: Playing track 4 of folder 3 

Note:  Press the PROGRAM button (if programmed tracks still exist) then PLAY/PAUSE button, the 
program playback will start again. 

Clear the program 

Press PROGRAM button in stop mode to review program tracks, then press the STOP button (10)/(29)
in order to clear the preset programs.  (Or open the CD door or change function to other mode). 
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CASSETTE TAPE PLAYBACK

1. Press the POWER button (8) or (31) to turn the unit
'ON'.  The LCD display (11) will illuminate.  Select TAPE
mode using FUNCTION button (3)/(32). 

2. Press STOP/EJECT key (21) to open the cassette door (20).  Insert a pre-recorded cassette with
exposed tape downwards and full spool to the left, closed the cassette door. 

3. To start playback, press down the PLAY button (21). 

4. To stop playback, press down the STOP/EJECT key
(21). 

5. To pause playback press down PAUSE key (21). 
To resume playback, release PAUSE key. 

6. To Fast Forward or Rewind tape 
Press down REW or F.FWD key (21). 

TAPE RECORDING FROM TUNER

1. Press the FUNCTION button (3)/(32) to select the TUNER mode. 

2. Follow steps 2, 3 and 4 in "LISTENING TO THE RADIO" section to tune to a radiostation you wish to
record.

3. Insert a blank cassette to cassette compartment with
exposed tape downward and full spool to the left.  Then
close the cassette door. 

4. Press down the RECORD and PLAY keys (21) to start
recording. 

5. Press STOP/EJECT key (21) to stop recording.  

TAPE RECORDING FROM CD OR MP3

1. Press the FUNCTION button (3)/(32) to select the CD mode.  Open the CD door (23). 

2. Put a disc (CD èëè MP3) label up inside the CD compartment (22) and then close the CD door. 

3. Insert a blank cassette to cassette compartment with exposed tape downward and full spool to the
left.  Then close the cassette door. 

4. Press down the RECORD and PLAY (21) keys then
press down PAUSE key (21) at the same time. 

5. Press CD PLAY/PAUSE button and then release the PAUSE (21) key to start CD recording. 

6. Press STOP/EJECT key (21) to stop recording then
stop CD playback with CD stop button (10). 
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CARE AND MAINTENANCE

COMPACT DISC CARE 

• Treat the disc gently.  Handle the disc only by its edges.  Never allow your fingers to come in con
tact with the shiny, unprinted side of the disc. 

• Do not attach adhesive tape, stickers etc., to the disc label. 
• Clean the disc periodically with soft, lint-free, dry cloth.  Never use detergents or adhesive cleaners 

to clean the disc.  If necessary, use a CD cleaning kit. 
• If disc skips or gets stuck on a section of the disc, it is probably dirty or damaged (scratched). 
• When cleaning the disc, wipe in straight lines from the centre of the disc to the edge of the disc. 
• Never wipe in circular motions. 
• To remove a disc from its storage case, press down on the centre of the case and lift the disc out, 

holding it gently by the edges. 
• Fingerprints and dust should be carefully wiped off the disc's recorded surface with a soft cloth. 
• Unlike conventional records. compact discs have no grooves to collect dust and microscopic debris 

so gently wiping with a soft cloth should remove most particles. 

TAPE HEAD CLEANING 

The tape heads, pinch roller and capstan shaft require periodic cleaning.  This procedure removes
metal-oxide particles that cause wear of magnetic head and reduce the overall performance and sound
quality of the player. Switch on the power, press the Stop/Eject Key to open the cassette door, and
press the Play Key (21). Clean the tape heads, pinch roller and capstan shaft with a soft cloth or cotton
swab dampened in isopropyl alcohol or special tape head cleaner. 

NOTE:  Never use any metal objects on or near 
the tape heads.  Do not allow any cleaning 
material to fall into the tape compartment. 

CLEANING THE UNIT 

To prevent fire or shock hazard, disconnect your unit from the AC power source when cleaning. 
The surface on the unit may be cleaned with a dust cloth. Use caution when cleaning and wiping the
plastic parts. 
if the speaker cabinets become dusty wipe them with a soft dry cloth. Do not use any wax or polish
sprays on the cabinets. 
If the front panel becomes dirty or smudged with fingerprints it can be cleaned with a soft cloth slightly
dampened with a mild soap and water solution.  Never use abrasive cloths or polishes as these will
damage the finish of your unit. 

CAUTION: Never allow any water or other liquids to get inside the unit while cleaning.
